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Rotterdam, the leading port of Europe, is situated at the mouth of the river Rhine. About 31,000 sea-going vessels and over 200,000
inland craft per year call at this junction of world traffic. The New Waterway (depth 44 ft at low tide) is a part of the 16.8 miles long
open communication with the sea, while the rivers Rhine and Mass connect the port with its hinterland. It is a tidal port: normal
tidal range is 5.5 ft, at spring-tide — 6 ft. Rotterdam is the home port and port of call for about 400 overseas lines with over 12,500
regular sailings a year. Modern quays, cranes, stores and warehouses guarantee a rapid turn-round. All quays are directly connected
to the international network of roads and railways.

The general cargo handling equipment in the port meets all requirements of valuable and perishable goods.

For years now in various places in the harbour area containers, Roll-on/Roll-off, pallets and other unit loads have been handled.
Two up-to-date container terminals have been put into operation. Important container links have been established between
Rotterdam and all major trade areas of the world due to the port’s up-to-date efficient equipment as well as its favourable
geographical position.

As the greatest bulk cargo port in the world, fully mechanized, Rotterdam is the distribution centre for Western Europe. Rotterdam




is the most important continental grain port. The port has vast facilities for grain handling elevators, pneumatic suction plants etc.
with which it can handle over 30 min tons of grain and feedstuffs. Grain storage capacity in Rotterdam amounts to nearly 500,000
tons. For the transshipment of coal and ores Rotterdam has available the world’s largest artificial harbour — the Waalhaven. Here, in
addition to transshipment via the quays, cheap and speedy direct ship-to-ship transshipment in midstream has been developed. For
this purpose huge loading bridges and floating cranes are used.

Rotterdam is Europe’s largest oil port. For tankers up to 300, 00 dwt drawing 70 ft 59 berths are available.

Ortsert: Containers are kept in place by a lashing system and protected by hatch coaming.

Otgert: The keel runs from the bow to the stern. The propellers push the ship forward beneath the waterline.

Ortset: They move up and down ladders and through hatches to go from deck to deck and down passageways to get to different
compartments on the same deck.

Otget: Seamen wouldn't have air and water without the ventilation and potable water systems.

Ortgert: The fuel system is needed to provide power to the engines. The propulsion system uses the engine power to actually move
the ship.

13. Bonpoc: What are the types of stability in a ship?

Otgert: There are two types of stability in a ship. One is transverse stability, which is its ability to resist turning over on its side and
the other is longitudinal stability, which is its ability to resist turning over front to back.

14. Bompoc: What are some structures that maintain ship stability?

Ortgert: Bilge keels come in pairs, and are metal fins attached to the bottom of the hull. Outriggers are floats attached to the sides of
a ship, not the bottom.

15. Bonpoc: Why do sailors use different words to describe the “left” and “right” of a ship?

Ortger: Sailors use the words port and starboard to refer to what people on land usually think of as left and right. This is necessary
because sailors face and move in many different directions on a ship.

Otget: Mooring involves securing various mooring lines between the ship and the pier to keep the ship in place while at port. The
lines are wrapped around cleats to hold them in place.

Ortser: First, because radio broadcasts are heard by many ships. Secondly, keeping communications as simple as possible can help
avoid errors.

Ortset: There are several common prowords that aid radio communications. For example, affirmative and negative are used instead
of yes and no.

Otget: Three—flag combinations starting with the letter “M” are used for sending medical information, while four—letter
combinations are reserved for vessel call signs.

Otget: Nautical measurements are difficult to learn for many reasons. The metric system is not used, but it is also not the same as
the imperial system.

Otet: When a ship is ready to move, it must pull the anchor back to the ship. First, they bring the anchor to short stay before




dislodging it from the sea floor. Then the anchor is pulled to the up and down position before being brought fully aweigh. Finally,
the anchor is housed in the hawsepipe until needed again.

Ortsert: There are several types of crew members on a ship. The chief steward, the chief cook, and the steward's assistants.
26. Bonpoc: When does a vessel need to be towed and what are some safety features during a towing operation?

Otget: Vessels might need towing for various reasons. Many ships are too large to operate within harbors since they might disturb
other vessels. In other cases, a vessel might be out of fuel or experiencing mechanical problems. Ships that have been damaged by
severe weather also might be unable to operate independently and require assistance from a tug or another ship.

Towing operations must be handled carefully to avoid damage to either of the ships involved. For example, the ropes used in towing
operations, or towing hawsers, must be very strong to pull large, heavy ships.

In open water, a ship does not have docks to secure it when it needs to stop. Instead, the ship relies on an anchor to keep it
stationary.

28. What are some parts used to operate an anchor?

Ground tackle includes various parts that control how an anchor is let out and pulled in. The windlass is the machine that controls
the release of the anchor chain over a wheel called a wildcat.

Ortsgert: In the water, the rudder is the part that affects the ship's heading. It is controlled by the wheel in the pilot house towards the
top of the ship.

What factors should be considered when handling RO-RO cargo?

Otget: We should think about the gradient of each ramp, the ‘vehicle envelope’ (overhead clearance). The vehicle and/or load is
similarly secured and appropriately fitted. The decks of the loading areas are not wet, greasy or slippery. Access to vulnerable parts
within the loading area is not obstructed. Vehicles carrying dangerous goods must be segregated from other cargoes. Vehicles with
flats, open-sided bogies or trailers must be so loaded and secured that the contained cargoes should not move or slip, against the
movement of the vessel. High vehicles which are loaded and with a relatively high centre of gravity require a particular degree of
security and lashing provisions.
