WHAT IS BUSINESS?

Business is a word which is commonly used in many different languages. But ex-actly what does it mean? The concepts and
activities of business have increased in modem times. Traditionally, business simply meant exchange or trade for things peo-ple

wanted or needed. Today it has a more technical definition. One definition of

business is the production, distribution, and sale of goods and services for a profit. To examine this definition, we will look at its
various parts.

First production is the creation of services or the changing of materials into prod-ucts. One example is the conversion of iron ore
into metal car parts. Next these prod-ucts need to be moved from the factory to the marketplace. This is known as distribu-tion. A
car might be moved from a factory in Detroit to a car dealership in Miami.

Third is the sale of goods and services. Sale is the exchange of a product or ser-vice for money. A car is sold to someone in
exchange for money. Goods are products which people either need or want; for example, cars can be classified as goods. Ser-vices,
on the other hand, are activities which a person or group performs for another person or organization. For instance, an auto
mechanic performs a service when he repairs a car. A doctor also performs a service by taking care of people when they are sick.
Business, then, is a combination of all these activities: production, distribution, and sale. However, there is one other important
factor. This factor is the creation of profit or economic surplus. A major goal in the functioning of an American business company is
making a profit. Profit is the money that remains after all the expenses are paid. Creating an economic surplus is a primary goal of
business activity.

Management

Management is a variety of specific activities. Management is a function of plan-ning, organizing, coordinating, directing and
controlling. Any managerial system, at any managerial level, is characterized in terms of these general functions.

Managing is a responsible and hard job. There is a lot to be done and relatively little time to do it. In all types of organizations
managerial efficiency depends on manager’s direct personal relationships, hard work on a variety of activities and pref-erence for
active tasks.

The characteristics of management often vary according to national culture, which can determine how managers are trained, how
they lead people and how they approach their jobs.

The amount of responsibility of any individual in a company depends on the po-sition that he or she occupies in its hierarchy.
Managers, for example, are responsible for leading the people directly under them, who are called subordinates. To do this
successfully, they must use their authority, which is the right to take decisions and give orders. Managers often delegate authority.
This means that employees at lower levels in the company hierarchy can use their initiative that is make decisions without asking
their manager.

Macro and Microeconomics

Macro and microeconomics are the two vantage points from which the economy is observed. Macroeconomics looks at the total
output of a nation and the way the na-tion allocates its limited resources of land, labor and capital in an attempt to maxim-ize
production levels and promote trade and growth for future generations. After ob-serving the society as a whole, Adam Smith noted
that there was an "invisible hand" turning the wheels of the economy: a market force that keeps the economy function-ing.

Microeconomics looks into similar issues, but on the level of the individual peo-ple and firms within the economy. It tends to be
more scientific in its approach, and studies the parts that make up the whole economy. Analyzing certain aspects of hu-man
behavior, microeconomics shows us how individuals and firms respond to changes in price and why they demand what they do at
particular price levels.

Micro and macroeconomics are intertwined; as economists gain understanding of certain phenomena, they can help nations and
individuals make more informed deci-sions when allocating resources. The systems by which nations allocate their re-

sources can be placed on a spectrum where the command economy is on the one end and the market economy is on the other. The
market economy advocates forces with-in a competitive market, which constitute the "invisible hand", to determine how re-sources
should be allocated. The command economic system relies on the govern-ment to decide how the country's resources would best be
allocated. In both systems, however, scarcity and unlimited wants force governments and individuals to decide how best to manage
resources and allocate them in the most efficient way possible. Nevertheless, there are always limits to what the economy and
government can do.
